2. supercilious: behaving as though one thinks one is superior to others, arrogant, disdainful
a. The supercilious man would not even deign to acknowledge the girl’s presence in the room because she wasn’t a noble.
b. The supercilious boy told the nerdy girl that he wouldn’t even speak to her, let alone go to the Sadie Hawkins dance with her.
3. pare:  reduce (something) in size, extent, quantity, or number, usually in a number of small successive stages
a. Each year, she pared down her wardrobe and gave a bag of clothing to the Salvation Army.
b. She used a paring knife to peel the apple.
4. docile: submissive, obedient
a. The docile dog was so well behaved he won the obedience competition.
5. omnipotent: having unlimited power
6. temperate: showing moderation, mild
a. The temperate man never got angry.
7. stupor: a state of near-unconsciousness or insensibility, trance, coma
a. After staying up all night, he sat through class in a stupor.
8. aperture: a small narrow opening, hole
9. enmity: extreme hatred – noun
a. The enmity between the two brothers was never resolved and they hated each other forever.
10.  posterity: all future generations
a. We need to conserve our water for posterity.
11.  dun: brownish-gray color

a. The dun colored coat blended in well with the tree trunk.

12.  fluster: to make somebody nervous or agitated

a. Mrs. Taylor flustered her student by making him repeat his entire speech 5 times in front of the school.
